St Michaels councillors secured a well-attended online public meeting
hosted by the council on the latest changes to the Festival Gardens site. You
may have seen new fencing going up around part of the Southern
Grasslands and part of the Festival Garden itself being temporarily cut off.
The council, after lots of urging from your local councillors, has committed
to a development plan that promises more trees and green planting across
the whole site.

Some 5,000 trees will be planted in total alongside
new pathways and gardens that will be more
accessible.

The area to the north of Festival Gardens,
towards the Britannia Pub, is the area which is
currently being prepared for future
development.

Of course, plans only work if people are held to
The Southern Grasslands has been fenced off them.

accessible parklands. St Michaels Green Party candidate Steph Pitchers
